Due to the high wind gusts forecast for Friday (load-in/build) and Saturday, we’ll be 
enacting our wet weather plan and relocating a few Festive Weekend attractions indoors 
at the Princess Pavilion. Thanks to this robust backup option, the event can still go 
ahead safely and in an adapted, welcoming format rather than being cancelled. Several 
activities will continue to take place throughout the town too, so we encourage 
everyone to head into Falmouth, enjoy our fantastic high street and show your support 
for our brilliant local businesses. 
 
THE FOLLOWING ATTRACTIONS WILL BE PROCEEDING AS ORIGINALLY PLANNED 

• Festive Land Train – This will proceed on its pre-planned route through Falmouth 
allowing shoppers to easily explore our fantastic town centre. Volunteers 
scheduled to steward either The Moor or Maritime Car Park train stops should 
follow guidance and information previously provided to you. We will supply you 
with high vis waterproof jackets but please dress appropriately for the weather.  

• Snow Machines – These will be located throughout Church Street creating a 
winter wonderland in the heart of Falmouth. 

• High Street Christmas Market – Proceeding as planned on the Old High Street. 
 
THE FOLLOWING ATTRACTIONS WILL BE RELOCATED TO THE PRINCESS PAVILION 

• Artificial Ice Rink – This attraction will be relocated to the Princess Pavilion 
within the theatre. Big Foot to set-up from 11.30am on Friday 5th. Any volunteers 
scheduled to steward the ice rink should proceed to the Princess Pavilion NOT 
the Town Council Offices. 

• Snow Globe Photo Attraction – This attraction will be relocated to the Princess 
Pavilion within the theatre. Big Foot to set-up from 11.30am on Friday 5th. Any 
volunteers scheduled to steward the ice rink should proceed to the Princess 
Pavilion NOT the Town Council Offices. 

• Live Music – All choirs will be relocated to the Garden Room at the Princess 
Pavilion. Performers should proceed to the Princess Pavilion NOT the Town 
Council Offices. 

• Santas Grotto – This will be relocated onto the theatre stage within the Princess 
Pavilion. Volunteer Santa (Steve Eva) and Elf helper (Tessa) should proceed to the 
Princess Pavilion NOT the Town Council Offices. 

• Elsa – Final decision regarding location will be made on Friday AM.  
• Stilt Walkers – Final decision regarding location will be made on Friday AM. 

 
THE FOLLOWING ATTRACTIONS WILL BE RELOCATED WITHIN THE TOWN CENTRE 

• Christmas Market Marquee – Previously planned for Events Square, the makers 
marquee organised by Discovery Market will combine with the Market on The 
Moor and take place on The Moor.
